Robot Challenge 2010 - A Great Success!

Vienna - 411 robots from 19 countries competed at this year's RobotChallenge, which took place from 20th - 21st March 2010 in Vienna, fighting for coveted medals at the first European Robot Championship. Over 4000 visitors attended this two-day spectacle, taking the opportunity to be part of one of the biggest worldwide live robotics competitions.

There was great pleasure among the winners of this year's RobotChallenge. After all, the rivalry between the 411 robots taking part was intense. Among the biggest winners were the Spanish team from Catalonia, who took home 3 gold medals and the Lithuanian team, whose Standard Sumo robot "Master of Disaster" imperiously sent every opponent packing from the ring. Several Austrian teams did themselves proud against the international competitors. With 9 medals, including 2 gold in the Mini Sumo and Humanoid Sumo sections, Robot Challenge 2010 was a great success for Austrian robot builders.

The size of many robots was a sure-fire source of astonishment. At only 2.5cm in length, breadth and height, the Nano Sumo robots were one of the greatest highlights of the event.

The event was organised by INNOC - the Austrian Society for Innovative Computer Sciences, in co-operation with the Federal Ministry for Science and Research and is part of the international Robotics Initiative Centrobot.
